Through clinical examples of family crisis interventions, the presenter will describe how to use a systemic approach to elicit family and institutional collaboration and resources in a very critical phase of the family life cycle.

For many practitioners the words Structural Family Therapy conjure up the work of Salavdor Minuchin and his colleagues during the 1960s working with challenging families in the slums of Philadelphia. However this approach with its normative model of family functioning is arguably the best researched and articulated of all the models of family therapy.


The tradition of research begins with Minuchin’s own work with psychosomatic families and continues with an array of studies utilizing the constructs of boundaries, alignments and patterns of closeness and distance.


It has also been highly contentious, being particularly criticised by feminist writers in the 1980’s and those of a constructionist view in the 1990’s.Structural therapy has continued to evolve in the face of these challenges and remains a valuable resource as part of integrative and multi-systemic approaches.


This workshop will give participants the opportunity to update and rethink their understanding of the structural model. While recognizing it’s origins, the focus will be on the most current adaptations and development of this approach. It will articulate both the assessment and intervention strategies and demonstrate these with case examples and DVD material. Participants will be encouraged to actively participate and develop applicable skills for their own work context. 
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
