The National Standards for Disability Services are being reviewed and South Australians can help shape the future of this by taking part in a community consultation which will be held throughout May and June 2010. The National Standards have been in place since 1993 and need to be modernised.

 

Delores Wells, Chairperson of the Disability Information and Resource Centre (DIRC), said as part of the consultation, DIRC will be hosting a phone-in from 17 to 21 May to provide people with disability and their families the opportunity to have their say on the national standards.

The phone in will give people with disability, their carers and stakeholders the opportunity to gain further information about the consultation and how they can participate”, Ms Wells said.
