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The Way We at Network Interventions Work : -
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We at Network Interventions have had the incredible privilege of seeing children with whom we have worked make both remarkable progress, and rapid progress, in both speech and behavioural change. It has been our continual delight to see children often exceed the expectations of both teachers, parents and others around them – all achieved through the simple principles of verbal behaviour.
We have a team of extremely qualified, passionate and experienced verbal behaviour therapists who work in our consulting and supervisory roles, and we handpick and carefully train ourselves any therapists who work under them.
[image: Sue Barrett Sundstrom, Caleb & Joel 022.JPG]In order to most effectively help your child make the progress that he or she needs, and can most certainly attain, we have arranged our programming to work in a certain way. We’ve chosen this way because after years of working with families, we have found that this structure achieves the absolute best results with the children with whom we work.

Below is an outline of more specifically HOW we work in order to help you achieve the progress you desire for your child : -
[Please note: Whilst we find our structure achieves the optimal results for our families, we are also open & flexible should you have specific time or budget constraints, and can build something around your needs. Please let us know if you have a specific budget you would like to work to, over for eg. a 3 or 6 month period, and we will be happy to design a package that best suits you.]
1. Firstly, we assess your child (in collaboration with you). This involves some information gathering from both yourselves & us (i.e completing an ABLLS assessment – explained below).
2. Secondly, we provide what is known as a ‘consultation’ every 3 months – this is a set of recommendations we have designed for your child based on the assessments, which involves teaching you and those working with your child how to implement them. 


3. Next, we visit you in between consultations – this is known as a ‘supervision’ visit. This is to make sure your recommendations are working properly, and that everyone dealing with your child is doing what they’re meant to in the most effective way possible. This supervision visit would typically be 1 day per month or per 6 weeks, and can involve visiting your child at home, at school or both.
4. Additionally, you may have therapists working directly with your child, rather than implementing the recommendations yourselves only. This is optional, and we can provide you with fully trained therapists employed by us, who will work with your child at home and/or school. Alternatively, you can employ therapists and we can help to recruit and train them. 
5. We then assess your child again 3 months later to check how your child has progressed after the recommendations have been worked on, and we provide another set of recommendations for a 3 month period. This will continue for as long as you wish us to work with your child and/or as long as your child requires the help.
Depending on your budget, you can choose to have consultation days only, consultation + supervision visits, or consultation, supervision + direct therapist involvement.
This is set out in more detail below : -
ABLLS-R ASSESSMENT:
The ABLLS-R Assessment is an acronym for  ‘Assessment of Basic Language and Learning skills Revised’ – and this is a tool that we use in order to assess the skill level of your child, for the key purpose of identifying your child’s skills gaps in a measurable way, enabling us to target the specific areas that your child needs help in. This also helps you to see solid evidence of the progress that your child has made and skills he or she has gained once recommendations have been implemented.

This assessment would either be completed by yourself (with assistance from our consultant if needed – at the cost of £35 per hour), or it could be completed by us for you, based on video footage that you would send to our consultant. (We would require approx. 4-6  hours of video footage of your child in as many environments and situations as possible. Alternatively we can come to your home for a half or full day to complete the ABLLS-R.)
We can guide you through every step of this to ensure that you feel confident in completing it. Once you have booked with us, we will send you full instructions on how to complete this assessment.
It will take approximately 6 weeks to gather the ABLLS assessment information, sufficient video footage, and to design a programme for your child, so please allow this period of time for this to be completed ie. Plan to have your ABLLS completed 6 weeks before your booked Consultation Day.

CONSULTATION DAY(S):
This is a meeting with us – either face to face, or by a video evaluation. Face to face is recommended as it is far more effective.
We recommend a 1 to 2 day consultation every 3 months – for e.g in March, June, September & December.
This involves us coming to your home or child’s school or nursery (or both) and this is where we teach you the parents or carers how to implement all of the recommendations we have given for your child for a 3 month period. We teach you with the express aim for you to achieve all of these recommendations with your child within that 3 month period.
If you choose to receive a written report from us too, then this will also be provided. ie. For example, we will give you a written report with a number of recommendations of strategies to action with your child (whether it’s strategies to manage challenging behaviour, or language gaining strategies) – and then we will teach you how to actually carry out those recommendations so that you are equipped to help your child achieve them. If you have decided to employ therapists to implement the recommendations, this is when those therapists can be taught too.
This is costed at £550 per day. It is up to you if you would like this for 1 day or 2. We recommend that we spend the consultation visit in as many learning environments as possible, and with a 2 day consultation, this would enable you to have 1 day spent by us in your home, training you and/or any other carers in working with your child at home, and also 1 day at your child’s nursery or school training their staff & providing input into maximising your child’s success in that environment.
Video Consultation: If done by video, we receive video from you, an updated ABLLS-R  [2-4 hours] and write up our recommendations for you instead of teaching them to you, and you will implement those recommendations over the 3 month period. This is costed at £500.
SUPERVISION VISITS :
 This visit happens in between consultation days. Using the above e.g if a consultation occurred in March, a supervision visit would occur roughly April or May (before the next consultation in June).
The purpose of the Supervision visit is to ensure that everything is going well  - in other words, that you the parents and/or any therapists or other carers working with your child are successfully implementing the recommendations, and the visit is meant to pick up on any areas where mistakes are possibly being made & helping you to refine what you do & make sure you’re getting the results you want with your child. 
Often momentum can be lost without this, or errors in programming can occur, especially if you are new at this, and this of course, although optional, prevents that from happening. Also, some areas may need refining or changing depending on how each individual child is responding to the strategies being employed.

BOOKING YOUR DATES: 
Booking consultations normally occurs 3 – 6 months in advance. We will endeavour to hold dates for you for a few days to allow you to plan & make a proper decision before getting back to us.
As we usually run our consultation days in March, June, September, and December for the UK, if you have just missed one of our consultation periods, you can start with a ‘supervision’ visit first, along with the ABLLS-R assessment & information gathering, and have your consultation after that at the next available period. Then you can continue your programming in the sequence as set out on Page 1. The consultation periods differ from country to country. For example, our consultation periods in Australia and New Zealand are typically in January and July, and in Canada they are typically February, May, August and November.

Typically, we provide 3 options:
Option 1: Assessment & Consultation
This includes the following:
· Initial assessment of ABLLS-R to be completed by our consultant or by yourselves with her guidance. This is costed at: 
· £500 for our consultant to complete it, OR 
· £35 per hour for you to complete it with her guidance (typically you would need about 1-3 hours of her help). 
· It is recommended that you complete it yourselves, with guidance from us, as you will already know a good deal of the skill level of your child, and it will give you an even clearer insight  into the areas where your child needs help.
· Initial in home (and perhaps in school) Consultation for 1 or 2 full days. 
This is costed at:
· £550 per full day OR
· £295 for a half day + travel expenses (see below under ‘Other Costs – Travel’)
The consultation includes all preparation time involved (emails, phone calls, review of your video footage, review of ABLLS, and intake form review) and all work involved in designing the programme for your child. You will be provided with a brief page of notes and data sheets.
We recommend that you record our consultation visit (i.e specifically the training you receive from us) – Firstly, this will help you greatly in your learning to be able to refer back to it again, and secondly, it is very useful documented evidence to aid you if you appeal for funding from your Local Education Authority. 
· Optional follow on report (between 25-75 pages in length), containing all of the recommendations for the 3 month period, provided to you within 3 weeks of your consultation. This is costed at: £250

· Follow on face to face consultations every 3 months. These are costed at:
· £550 per full day + travel expenses (See below ‘Other Costs – Travel’)
· Regular contact with our consultant via email/video/webcam/phone calls – at a frequency decided by you, based on your programme needs and your budget – possibly bi-weekly, weekly or fortnightly. This is costed at a lower than usual hourly rate, to encourage regular contact with our families, and ensure continued success and rapid progress for your child. The cost for this is: £50 per hour
· Monthly review by the founder, Louise Kadayer, of the ongoing programme, and her availability for discussion of any questions, concerns or changes. The first hour per quarter of her time is completely free. Following on from that, her time is costed at: £60 per hour
· Quarterly overview by an external BCBA at the cost of $100US per hour. This is typically 1 hour per quarter and may be in lieu of the time of Louise Kadayer. 
· Optional help in obtaining funding/appeal work – performed by our administrator, costed at: £35 per hour

Option 2: Assessment, Consultation + Supervision
This would include everything provided in Option 1 PLUS:
· Monthly or 6 weekly visits from our supervisor to ensure that everything is running smoothly. This is costed at:
· £350 per full day (6-8hrs) for monthly visits OR
· £400 per full day (6-8hrs) for 6 weekly visits OR
· £255 per half day (3-4 hrs) for fortnightly or monthly visits
· A written summary of the day will be provided (approx 2-5 pages in length).
· The cost for this includes all preparatory work.
Her attendance during Consultation visits is recommended if you choose this option.  
This is costed at: £300 per full day
· As with OPTION 1, you would receive regular contact with our consultant via email/video/webcam/phone calls – as needed and at a frequency decided by you, but at a lower cost for this and this is: £40 per hour
· As above, monthly review by the founder, Louise Kadayer, of the ongoing programme, and her availability to you for discussion of any questions, concerns or changes. The first hour per quarter of her time is completely free. Following on from that, her time is costed at: £60 per hour.

Option 3: Assessment, Consultation, Supervision + therapists
This includes everything provided in Options 1 & 2, PLUS : 
· The provision of fully trained therapists by us, who will work directly with your child at home and school/nursery for as many hours as needed for your child, and as many as is financially viable for your family. 
· The therapists would be continually monitored and trained by your consultant, and supervisor if you have chosen to have a supervisor. The cost for therapists would range from £10 to £30 per hour depending on their level of experience, and the cost for our training of them would be at £35 per hour. We would train them for approx 1 hr per week, depending on the number of hours they work with your family each week, and their training would be individually tailored to the specific strategies being employed to help your child.  You would pay these therapists directly, unless you wanted us to make these arrangements for you. These arrangements would be tailored to your family.
· Should one of our in-team therapists be available to work with your child, the rate for their sessions would be £100 per half day session, to include ongoing training.

Additional Optional Help: 
· Optional help in obtaining funding/appeal work – performed by our administrator, costed at: £35 per hour
· VBMAPP completion for your child. It is recommended that this is completed once per year for children. This is a fuller assessment of your child, and is costed at: £750.

Other Costs:
Travel: This is £0.40 per mile for the distance travelled to and from you from our office in Epsom or from your consultant’s home/hotel. Other travel costs will include flight and airport transfer fees which are divided between you and any other families we see at the same time/area as you. We will try to give you the very best estimate we can do when you are scheduling your time with us, and we will try to find the most economic way of getting to you. We will never charge you travel time, even if takes us three or four days to get to you (which it can do!).
Hotels: Roughly £60-£120 per night. The more in advance we receive your booking, the lower we are able to keep costs. If you live within travel distance from us, this won’t apply to you.
Per Diem: £60 per day. This is for every night we stay away to come and see you. If you live within travel distance from us, this won’t apply to you.
Email or telephone contact (ad-hoc): As set out in the Options 1 to 3 above, this depends on with whom you have contact, and can be for any needs for guidance, further questions, new behaviours that you would like to discuss with us etc. This is costed at £40 or £50 per hour with our consultant or supervisor, or at £60 per hour for expert guidance from our founder, Louise Kadayer. 
Please note: The first hour of Louise Kadayer’s time each quarter is completely free. This is provided mostly over the phone or via email. Louise will always be in touch with your programme and is available to see you in a face to face capacity when you specifically request this service.
Payment Methods: Payment can be made by credit card (paypal or through our website), cheque or bank transfer. We prefer payments to be made via bank transfer where this is possible. Paying via paypal will incur payment fees.
