Abuse of people living with disability
Abuse of all kinds and the use of physical and chemical restraints and other restrictive practices are all too common in the disability community. Abuse is not only practised by workers in support regimes but also by families, medical practitioners and others. While children are somewhat protected, mandatory reporting currently ceases at 18 years of age and elder abuse legislation begins at 65, and then only if you are living in an aged care facility. For people aged between 19 and 65 years of age, there seem to be few protective options available.
