Disability in Darkness?
In 1971, Professor Bill Cramond and Dr Norma Kent wrote a paper, “From Darkness to Light” highlighting some of the injustices suffered by people with intellectual disabilities and the efforts being made at that time to change that deplorable situation. Forty years on it is important to review what progress we have made particularly in the light of Australia’s adoption of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. To do this, it is important to go beyond the rhetoric of vision and mission statements and the glossy, seemingly perfect world of annual reports. When we do that we might be surprised to discover injustices, petty and serious, that suggest that many of the old attitudes and the need for organisational comfort survive and still dominate the lives of vulnerable people.
